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2. Expansdo do Inglés:

o Desenvolvimento de Vocabuldrio:

o Adquirir e aplicar vocabuldrio chave relacionado a diversas formas de arte, incluindo TV,
cinema, teatro, artes visuais, performance art, arte politica e/ou ‘artivismo’, circo, cerimdnias de
abertura, musicais, arte de rua, poesia falada, 6peras rock, mimica, danca, dpera, etc.

o Nota: é altamente improvdvel que consigamos abordar todos esses temas em tdo pouco
tempo.

o Usar o vocabuldrio mencionado acima quando:

o Analisar e discutir as diversas formas de arte, seja por escrito ou oralmente.

o Comparar e contrastar diferentes formas de arte para identificar semelhancas e diferencas.
o Assistir a performances que podem incluir a lingua inglesa (por exemplo, pecas de teatro,

performance art, programas de TV).

o Ler criticas escritas por jornalistas profissionais de jornais respeitados ou instituicOes
académicas.

o Escrever criticas bem estruturadas expressando opinides pessoais e percecdes sobre
performances ou cole¢Ges de arte que veremos na internet ou em visitas de estudo — lembre-se de
incluir técnicas de escrita persuasiva ao escrever ou apresentar criticas.

o Praticar/Demonstrar seu inglés durante discussdes em aula e apresentagdes orais.

3. Desenvolver Consciéncia Cultural:

. Explorar o impacto cultural e social de diferentes formas de arte.
. Discernir o papel que a arte desempenha na reflexdao e formagao da cultura.

Learning Objectives & Course Content

1. Develop Critical Thinking Skills by addressing the question ‘What is art?’

o Define and critically examine the concept of art.

o Formulate personal opinions on what constitutes art.

o Develop critical thinking skills by considering diverse perspectives on art.

o Formulate well-reasoned arguments and opinions about the artistic value of performances or

collections — please remember to use persuasive writing techniques.

2. English Expansion:

J Vocabulary Development:

o Acquire and apply key vocabulary related to diverse art forms including TV, film, theatre,
visual arts, performance art, political art and/or ‘artivism’, circus, opening ceremonies, musicals,
street art, spoken word, rock operas, mime, dance, opera, etc.

o Please note that it is highly unlikely that we will be able to look at all this stuff in such a short
time.
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o Use the above-mentioned vocabulary when:

o Analyzing and discussing the various art forms, either in written or spoken form.

o Comparing and contrasting different art forms to identify commonalities and differences.

o Watching performances that may include the English language (e.g. stage plays, performance
art, TV shows).

o Reading reviews written by professional journalists from respected newspapers or academic
institutions.

o Writing well-structured reviews/critiques expressing personal opinions and insights on

performances or art collections that we will view either on the internet or that we will see on field
trips — please remember when writing or presenting reviews/opinions to include persuasive writing

techniques.

o Practicing/Demonstrating your English during class discussions and oral presentations.
3. Developing Cultural Awareness:

o Explore the cultural and societal impact of different art forms.

o Discern the role art plays in reflecting and shaping culture.
