Programa de Turma | Class Description

A unidade curricular “Comunicagdao Intercultural” centra-se no entendimento critico do
relacionamento entre diferentes culturas num mundo cada vez mais globalizado. Tem como
principal objetivo o estudo das teorias, tépicos fundamentais e conceitos basicos da comunicagdo
intercultural. Recorrendo a discussdo de textos diversificados, o programa tem como foco a ideia de
Europa. Serd assim abordada a histéria da integragdo europeia, incluindo em relagdo a filmes
contemporaneos. A transformacdo dessa ideia, e as diferentes formas de resisténcia que tém
surgido, serdo também exploradas ao longo do semestre. Comegando por discutir brevemente os

conceitos de comunicagao, cultura e interculturalidade, o programa estrutura-se depois em quatro
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grandes topicos: 1) Identidade e Comunidades Imaginadas; 2) Diversidade Cultural e o Fim do
Multiculturalismo; 3) Nagao, Lingua e Cosmopolitismo; e 4) Alteridade, Exotismo e Migragoes.

The curricular unit “Intercultural Communication” focuses on the critical understanding of the
relationship between different cultures in an increasingly globalized world. Its main objective is to
study the theories, fundamental topics and basic concepts of intercultural communication. Using
the discussion of diverse texts, the programme focuses on the idea of Europe. This will cover the
history of European integration, including in relation to contemporary films. The transformation of
this idea, and the different forms of resistance that have emerged, will also be explored throughout
the semester. Starting by briefly discussing the concepts of communication, culture and
interculturality, the program is then structured into four major topics: 1) Identity and Imagined
Communities; 2) Cultural Diversity and the End of Multiculturalism; 3) Nation, Language and
Cosmopolitanism; and 4) Otherness, Exoticism and Migrations.
