Programa de Turma | Class Description
Esta UC pretende oferecer aos estudantes a possibilidade de pensarem problemas habituais nos
Estudos de Cultura e Comunicagdo a partir de uma perspectiva diacrénica (menos comum neste
campo de estudos). Num primeiro momento, no contexto da democracia ateniense do séc. V a.C,
abordaremos a interagdo entre modelos politicos e dindamicas sociais e o desenvolvimento da
retérica e da performance como formas de construgdo da polis. Num segundo momento,
discutiremos a continuidade dos modelos cldssicos e a sua utilizagdo/integracdo em alguns dos
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debates mais marcantes da cultura contemporanea. Partindo do questionamento da democracia
ateniense como ‘modelo’ politico e cultural, o principal objectivo desta UC sera o de problematizar
os processos de recep¢ao da antiguidade associados a construcdes historicamente situadas (mas
cientificamente questionaveis) da identidade ocidental. Neste sentido, no fim da UC o aluno deve
ser capaz de:

1. Compreender a articulagdo entre a democracia Atica e o desenvolvimento da retérica e da
performance;

2. Analisar o desenvolvimento da teoria retdrica no contexto dos estudos de comunicacao;

3. Avaliar, comparar e sintetizar os principais conceitos e teorias de recep¢ao nos estudos de cultura;
4. Compreender, analisar e discutir as complexidades da recep¢ao da Antiguidade Cldssica no mundo
contemporaneo.

5. Analisar a comunicag¢do contemporanea com base nos modelos retéricos classicos;

6. Analisar e avaliar artigos cientificos publicados.

Communication Studies from a diachronic perspective (less common in this field of studies). At first,
in the context of the Athenian democracy of the 5th century BCE., we will approach the interaction
between political models and social dynamics and the development of rhetoric and performance as
forms of construction of the polis. In a second moment, we will discuss the continuity of classical
models and their use/integration in some of the most striking debates in contemporary culture.
Starting from the questioning of Athenian democracy as a political and cultural 'model’, the main
objective of this UC will be to problematize the processes of reception of antiquity associated with
historically situated (but scientifically questionable) constructions of Western identity. In this sense,
at the end of the UC the student should be able to:

1. Understand the articulation between Attic democracy and the development of rhetoric and
performance;

2. Analyze the development of rhetorical theory in the context of communication studies;

3. Evaluate, compare and synthesize the main concepts and theories of reception in cultural studies;
4. Understand, analyze and discuss the complexities of the reception of Classical Antiquity in the
contemporary world.

5. Analyze contemporary communication based on classical rhetorical models;

6. Analyze and evaluate published scientific articles.
