Nesta disciplina, centrar-nos-emos em varios tépicos da epistemologia analitica contemporanea.
Entre os tdpicos e questdes que iremos considerar estao:
o Razbes para acreditar: Em que é que devemos acreditar? Apenas naquilo que as provas
apoiam? Ou pode haver razées praticas para acreditar?
o Voluntarismo Doxastico e Responsabilidade Epistémica: Podemos acreditar por vontade
propria? E se ndo, somos responsaveis pelas nossas crengas?
o Crenca e moralidade: A ignorancia moral é uma desculpa? As crengas morais fazem diferenca
para o mérito moral?
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o Normas de investigacdo: Qual é a relacdo entre investigacdo e crenca? O que sdao normas de
investigacdo? E como se relacionam com as normas epistémicas?

In this course, we will focus on various topics in contemporary analytic epistemology. Among the
topics and questions that we will consider are:

o Reasons for Belief: What should we believe? Only what the evidence supports? Or can there
be practical reasons for belief?

J Doxastic Voluntarism and Epistemic Responsibility: Can we belief at will? And if not, are we
responsible for our beliefs?

o Belief and Morality: Does moral ignorance exculpate? Do moral beliefs make a difference to
moral worth?

o Norms of Inquiry: What’s the relation between inquiry and belief? What are norms of inquiry?
And how do they relate to epistemic norms?

o Epistemic Virtue: What are epistemic virtues? And how do they explain epistemic normativity?
