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Programa de Turma | Class Description
O seminario consiste, centralmente, na leitura de algumas obras de William Butler Yeats, Franz Kafka
e Ernest Hemingway. A pretensao, todavia, ndo é unificadora, e muito menos comparatista. De cada
autor importa perceber sobretudo o que o singulariza, as suas principais ideias, os assuntos de que
se ocupa, o estilo cultivado e o modo, em suma, como se relaciona com a tradi¢cdo e a desafia. Ndo
obstante, os trés autores tém em comum o terem vivido e publicado numa época de profundas
revolugdes artisticas, pelo que a leitura das suas obras suscita inevitavelmente uma discussao, que
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se adivinha constante e cumulativa ao longo do seminario, acerca do modo como acolheram, ou
nao, certos procedimentos e prdticas modernistas. Dado que nenhum deles parece ter sido
particularmente atreito a estéticas de vanguarda, é porém expectdvel que dessa discussdao
sobressaia em simultaneo uma outra, teoricamente mais interessante, acerca do que significa afinal
ser um autor do inicio do século XX.

The seminar will consist in the reading of works by William Butler Yeats, Franz Kafka and Ernest
Hemingway. The goal is not a unifying one, let alone comparative. We will try to determine in each
case what makes these authors unique, their main ideas, the topics that concern them, their
elaborate styles and the ways in which they relate to traditions and challenge such traditions.
Notwithstanding, our three authors have in common the fact that they lived and worked in times of
profound artistic changes; reading their work thus incrementally raises inevitable issues about the
ways in which they have accepted or refused Modernist practices and procedures. Since none of
them appears to have been particularly prone to the attractions of avantgarde aesthetics, seminar
discussions may simultaneously highlight one further, theoretically more interesting, point
concerning what it meant to be an author in the early 20th Century.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment
Cada sessdo pressupde dos participantes a leitura prévia dos textos a discutir e a participagdo activa
na sua discussdo. A avaliagao final resultara dessa participagdo (25%) e da elaboragdao de um ensaio
final (entre 4000 e 5000 palavras), a entregar na Ultima sessdo (75%).

Each session requires the participants to previously read the texts to be discussed and to actively
participate in their discussion. The final assessment will result from that participation (25%) and the
writing of a final essay (between 4000 and 5000 words), to be submitted in the last session (75%).
