Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment
O método de ensino compde-se de aulas magistrais, acompanhadas de projeccdo de imagens
(powerpoint), sessdes de apresentacdo / discussdo dos trabalhos de alunos, visitas a Museus.
Em conformidade com o Regulamento Geral de Avaliacdo da FLUL, o regime de avaliagdao é continuo,
excluindo-se assim qualquer prova final.
E necessaria a realizacio de, pelo menos, um trabalho, de caracter individual, o qual sera
obrigatoriamente apresentado presencialmente em aula e apresentado simultaneamente, ou
imediatamente apds a apresentagdo, em versado escrita.
Os alunos sdo assim convidados a realizar trabalhos (obrigatoriamente individuais), sobre temas dos
conteudos programaticos, apresentando-o nas aulas e participando em debates.
A avaliacdo é continua, pelo que a classificacdo final é constituida pelas indicagdes que vao sendo
recolhidas nas aulas, tendo o trabalho final, realizado individualmente, com versao escrita e
apresentacao presencial, um coeficiente dominante.

The teaching method consists of master classes, with the projection of pictures (Powerpoint),
sessions of presentation / discussion of students’ assignments and visits to the museum.

In accordance with the General Assessment Regulations of FLUL, the evaluation process is
continuous, thus excluding any final exam. At least one individual assignment is mandatory. It must
be personally presented in class and the written version must be presented simultaneously or
immediately after the presentation.

Students are urged to undertake a (mandatorily individual) research work, on the topics of the
program contents, presenting it in class and participating in debates.

Assessment is continuous, so the final grade consists of the information collected during class and
the final assignment, carried out individually, with a written version and a classroom presentation,
as a dominant factor.
