Avaliacdo | Grading and Assessment
A avaliagao pretende colocar os estudantes em contacto com a realidade das bibliotecas publicas,
com especial enfoque no caso portugués. No primeiro exercicio, os estudantes deverao realizar uma
apresentacdo em aula, que reporte a aplicacdo de uma entrevista a um bibliotecario publico,com
andlise de conteldo (50%); no segundo exercicio, serd realizada uma prova presencial final (50%),
incidindo nas leituras e nas discussdes ocorridas no decurso das aulas.

The assessment aims to bring students into contact with the reality of public libraries, with a special
focus on the Portuguese case. In the first exercise, students will have to make a presentation in class,
reporting on the application of an interview with a public librarian, with content analysis (50%); in
the second exercise, there will be a final face-to-face test (50%), focusing on the readings and
discussions that took place during the classes.
