2. O texto académico: 2.1. Tipologia textual — propriedades prototipicas de tipos textuais relevantes
para a escrita académica (expositivo, argumentativo); 2.2. Géneros textuais — formas de organizagao
dainformagdo em diferentes géneros de texto académico (resumo, recensdo, dissertacdo, relatorio);
3. Fontes e recursos. Citacdo e referenciacao bibliografica

Goals: This curricular unit aims at developing knowledge and skills that will enable students to
effectively use strategies for monitoring and self-regulating their writing process and to acquire
habits of critical analysis of their own and others' writing. At the end, students should be able to plan
and write academic texts; recognize and produce different types and genres of academic texts;
master citation and referencing strategies; and avoid plagiarism situations.

Contents:1. Linguistic formatting of composite texts: punctuation and syntactic structure; lexical
selection and lexical adequacy; linguistic variation and linguistic register2. Academic texts2.1. Text
types — prototypical properties of different text types relevant to academic writing (expository and
argumentative texts)2.2. Text genres — ways of organizing information in different genres of
academic texts (abstract, review, dissertation, report)3. Sources and resources (citation and
bibliographic references)
