Programa de Turma | Class Description
O Seminario visa introduzir os estudantes de mestrado a pratica de investigagdo avangada na area
dos Estudos Comparatistas e dota-los de ferramentas e competéncias essenciais, tanto para a
elaboragdo da dissertacdo de mestrado como para o exercicio de tarefas inerentes a pesquisa
cientifica e a actividade académica em geral. Os grandes tépicos a serem discutidos incluem:
1. Estudos Comparatistas: reflexdes sobre a area cientifica;
2. Protocolos de investigacdo e escrita académica;
3. Etica e integridade cientifica;
4. Praticas de comunicacdo cientifica;
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5. Mercado de trabalho e emprego cientifico.

This Seminar aims to introduce MA students to the practice of advanced research in Comparative
Studies. It will equip students with a set of methodological tools and skills that will assist them not
only in writing their MA dissertations but also in preparing for scientific research and academic
activities in general. The topics to be discussed are as follows:

1. Comparative Studies as an area of research;

2. Research protocols and academic writing;

3. Ethics and scientific integrity;

4. Practices of scientific communication;

5. Job market and scientific employment.

Avaliagao | Grading and Assessment
O Seminario assenta em aulas expositivo-praticas, privilegiando a participacdo oral, voluntdria e
criticamente construtiva dos mestrandos. As discussdes orais, propostas e orientadas pela docente,
terdo por base os textos de leitura obrigatdria, sendo, portanto, necessarias a leitura e a preparacao
prévias dos textos, que serdo facultados aos estudantes no inicio do semestre através da plataforma
e-learning.
A avaliacdo tera por base elementos que permitam a avaliagdo continua dos estudantes e
testemunhem o seu efectivo progresso:
— Assiduidade, participacdo nas actividades de aula e intervencdo oral regular (voluntaria e
construtiva);
— Duas apresentagdes orais breves do tema ou ideia para o projecto de mestrado;
— Uma bibliografia comentada de apoio ao projecto de mestrado;
— Uma recensdo (700 a 1.000 palavras) de obra relevante para o projecto de mestrado;
— Apresentacdo oral do projecto de mestrado, com submissdo prévia de resumo, palavras-chave e
proposta de indice da respectiva dissertagado.

The Seminar is structured around expository and practical classes. Students’ oral participation, both
voluntary and critically constructive, is highly welcomed. The lecturer will propose and guide oral
discussions based on compulsory reading materials. Students are thus expected to read and prepare
the texts in advance. Readings will be provided by the lecturer at the beginning of the semester via
the e-learning platform.

Assessment will be based on criteria that enable continuous evaluation of students and document
their improvement:

— Attendance, active engagement in in-class activities, and oral participation (voluntary and
constructive);

— Two short presentations on the topic or idea for the MA project;

— An annotated bibliography relating to the MA project;

— Book review article (700 to 1,000 words) that is relevant to the MA project;
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— Presentation of the MA project, with prior submission of abstract, keywords and outline.
